March 19t Church Council Highlights: MAIL: Thank-you note
received from Ensemble. COLLABORATIVE MINISTRY: Meetings
being held with representatives of United Churches in Greater Moncton.
Purpose is to encourage greater communication among our various
congregations and work together when possible. FINANCIAL: local
offerings down $700 compared to last year. Year-to-date revenue is
down $4,600, half of which relates to $2,400 in energy grants. Increased
rentals made up for the decrease in givings. Operating expenses are
down $500. Wages are up $2,000 and fuel costs are down $1,350. The
loss to date is $17,024 vs $12,942 last year. Approved transfer of
$7,000 from Manse Fund. Projected year end deficit is approx $30,000.
