Council Highlights from May 23rd Council Meeting: 
CORRESPONDENCE: We received a lovely thank you letter from the 
Peter McKee Food Center for our gift card donation in December. We 
also received a thank you card from the Moncton Music Festival for the 
use of the sanctuary in April that included a donation to the church. 
FINANCE: The treasurer submitted a financial report that gives a 
general overview of our current financial situation. Soon, a monthly brief 
financial summary will be included in the bulletin and slides. M&P: 
Wayne Surrette has officially retired as custodian. He was very 
appreciative of the card and gift card as a retirement gift from Mount 
Royal. WORSHIP COMMITTEE: Committee has arranged pulpit supply 
for June 11th and June 30th. Church will be closed from July 31st through 
September 4th with first service in the fall on Sept 10th. Planning of a 
Community Fun Day needs to begin. Committee encourages anyone who 



is interested in helping to meet on June 7th at 7pm in the boardroom. 
MINISTERS REPORT: Council approved a baptism in July. 
Recommended that a basketball net be installed in the parking lot. 
FUNDY ST. LAWRENCE DAWNING WATERS REGIONAL 
COUNCIL: Rev Scott will be attending the regional meetings in 
Charlottetown. PROPERTY: There are a couple of long term rental 
agreements being finalized that would utilize the social hall on a regular 
basis. Lighting project is nearing completion. Some repairs to the boiler 
and vacuum were made. COMMUNICATIONS: Short term and long 
term communication ideas are being evaluated/worked on. Website 
updating is a priority. SYSTEMS: Microphone for sanctuary rentals has 
been addressed. Additional livestream volunteer is soon able to work 
independently.
